RESEARCH OF THE GENERAL MODEL OF PERCEPTION
FAST AND DELAYED REACTION - A NATURAL STRATEGY OF
MODELING:ASSOCIATIVE AND REASONABLE COMPONENTS

The cognitive function is represented through properties and is
a model, i.e. a set of related assumptions. The cognitive function is
a description of the event chain of processes identified by natural
modeling strategies (natural models of perception). Perception is
based on the property of similarity, i.e. has an associative origin.
Thus, the cognitive function always answers one single question -
what from the previous perception is the current one similar to.

Current perception can be assessed by all previous experience,
as is accepted in the analysis of models, we always have a
sequential finding of solutions.

The solution found most quickly, we call associative. Moreover,
the associative solution is immediately a fact and can be used in
further modeling. The delayed reaction can occur at any time after
the first associative reaction and is a consequence of finding and
associative analysis of the difference model.

It is accepted to call reasonable solutions found after the first
associative reaction, although this is more likely a wider class of
models of delayed association.

A lot of associations found after the first association can arise,
and the difference in the time of occurrence of new associations
depends on the set of associations available to the subject,
obtained earlier.

The fact that for various reasons (from physiological possibilities
to lack of practical skill) the process of searching for the next
solution created by adding the current perception to the cognitive
function can be optimized and even stopped, rational thinking
is often singled out as a separate category, which is generally
incorrect, since we are talking about one process that identifies the
area of consequences of the application of the model. And with the
help of various practical skills — already acquired cognitive function,
we search for either the first satisfying solution, or all possible
solutions for a given model.

Thus, the classification of thinking is more complex than can
be explained by the term "reasonable" used in the biological
classification in relation to humans.

Due to the dependence of the result of the implementation
of cognitive strategies of biological organisms with large species
physiological cognitive capabilities, in the presence of cognitive
distortion, they can significantly lose. Therefore, cognitive
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distortions begin to play a far from insignificant role, since the use of cognitive distortions leads to practical failures - predicted differences
in the real result of the action from the expected one.

It should be noted that the difference between the “reasonable” and “associative” thinking strategy can be in the addition of the
associative strategy of algorithmic determination of similarity — algorithmic search for difference — what is the difference between one
similar perception and another, which provides an expanded set of facts for further analysis and making the next decision.

By virtue of the meaning of the "general model of perception" itself, a subject cannot have two absolutely identical subjective interactions,
even if two perceptions are equally associated. However, all other models identified earlier can be applied to the association of difference.
Therefore, the strategy — "what is the current perception more like" is naturally supplemented by the strategy "what else is this perception
like".

The subject has the ability to represent new properties as different sets of already known properties, but combinatorics and the
construction of new chains of event processes have one goal - to obtain new properties of subjective interaction, making it possible to
create practical skills that harmonize the practical activity of the subject (including the social group necessary for its existence), and this is
certainly an experiment, without which the set of existing practical skills will remain localized by past experience, which, quite predictably,
will eventually become unsuitable for practical application.

When an association is found, it becomes possible to compare what properties distinguish the similarity of the current perception to the
newly found association with the second perception, from the similarity of the perception to which the current one is more similar to the one
to which the current one is also similar.

The identification of the difference model allows us to conduct the following targeted experiment.

In any case, reducing uncertainty is the only factor in the success of existence. Therefore, the determining factor in the success of
existence are the methods of identifying new properties of subjective interaction, which in different interaction scenarios can be effective in
different ways. In this regard, it is quite unreasonable to neglect the opportunity of each subject who can acquire practical skills and share
the accumulated intangible asset.

Coghnitive function

A cognitive function is a property created by already known properties based on discovered properties. This is significantly different from
predicate logic, which is based on the rule: "if (...) —> then, else".

The construction of the cognitive function occurs hierarchically, in accordance with the rules for the formation of models, and to solve
a particular class of problems, a set of values of the cognitive function is formed, which is used as a basic system of concepts that allows
decisions to be made based on a set of already generalized facts. The basis of the cognitive function is not a model of logic, but a model of
perception. Logic is used as one of the subjectively found properties of the subject's perception.

Logic itself is a tool that requires an object for analysis. Thus, if we rely solely on logic, the solution found for the model is the domain of
definition, which is ultimately equivalent to the assumptions made for the model. Thus, the solution itself is of combinatorial interest, but it
cannot provide new knowledge, although it can indicate the presence of previously unnoticed facts.

We know that logic, like other sections of mathematics related to calculations, allows us to solve problems - that is, to optimize models.

The cognitive function used by the subject within the framework of the "general model of perception" is capable of creating models,
since, by predicting the consequences of the next interaction, it plans an experiment, the results of which are recorded as the result of the
interaction.

To describe a cognitive function, we will need a set of basic models, particular in relation to the "general model of perception". It can
be said right away that the composition of the basic models plays a key role in the possibility of creating particular models. However, the
composition of the basic particular models of the "general model of perception" does not affect the possibility of creating the next model.
This means that modeling based on interaction with reality always provides the opportunity to purposefully obtain new correct information
in order to build the next model.

The cognitive function can syntactically contain any numerical and logical operations already described as particular models of the
"general model of perception", as well as data related to them and also described by particular models of the "general model of perception".
That is, the cognitive function is a subsidiary model of the general model of perception, consisting of other subsidiary models of the "general
model of perception". The cognitive function is a generalized content consisting of hierarchically collected content, based on the basic model
(basic system of concepts). The basic system of concepts is previously created cognitive functions, the primary of which are the identified
changes - that is, interactions that caused the event chain of processes.
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A cognitive function is a model assembled from other models based on available assumptions.

In order for a model built by a cognitive function to remain correct, in addition to following the general rules for creating models, two
conditions must be met:

* The meaning of a cognitive function must have mandatory attributes;

* The basic system of concepts must be a solution to the “general model of perception” and the models built on it.

The cognitive function is information about the correspondence of the internal consequences of interaction with the external consequence
of interaction.

The use of the cognitive function for the next interaction is successful to the extent that the next interaction of the subject with the
environment is essential for obtaining the expected result.

When predicting the consequences of a new interaction based on a cognitive function by one subject, no distortions arise if the external
content is not subject to the process of interaction with another subject whose interaction is aimed at obtaining the predicted action from
the first subject.

The case where two subjects interact with common content can lead to both the acquisition of new knowledge and cognitive distortions.

Compliance with the offer of "cooperation" and knowledge of the "general model of perception", the nature of two-way and one-way
communications gives each subject of communication the opportunity to help another subject acquire knowledge. The offer of "cooperation"
means a two-way exchange of information that does not contain intentional distortions.

Violation of the "cooperation" offer or the use of models for communications that go beyond the general model of perception leads
to the uselessness of communication or the creation of conditions for the acquisition of a cognitive distortion by the participant in the
communications. If we exclude acquired violations of the subject’s—controlled space, partially influencing perception, only the fact of
manipulation, not recognized by the manipulated subject, can introduce an error into the subject's thinking (cognitive distortion).

In this sense, cognitive distortions almost always have a violent nature of their origin. This means that the subject acquires a cognitive
distortion from a subject who already has a cognitive distortion that makes him incapacitated. The incapacity of the subject motivates
manipulation of another subject, which makes parasitism possible, since parasitism becomes the only possible way of existence with incapacity.

Intentional cognitive distortions are created by subjects who already have cognitive distortions and are aware of their incapacity, but hide
their incapacity in order to achieve the social status of a full member of society. These subjects need to parasitize, and try to hide it, because
they are socially incapacitated. If you need "wise advisers" and "smart subordinates", you are a victim of circumstances - a "scapegoat",
because you make decisions in the interests of the environment, mistakenly thinking that your decisions are your own.

Cognitive distortions applied in practical activity lead to failure, so the subject is forced to parasitize on the activity of other subjects. This
means that a subject who practically applies a cognitive distortion will lie to hide the fact that he has a cognitive distortion and create a fake
perception in order to get what is necessary for his own existence from another subject, since the subject cannot get what is necessary from
natural processes due to the presence of a cognitive distortion.

From the point of view of recording, the cognitive function is close to the recording used for predicates, but has the meaning of a
traditional call to a subroutine.

The difference with a predicate is that for all predicates one algorithm is used to determine the solution, and the cognitive function
determines the processing of the transferred properties in accordance with the content of the cognitive function, i.e. the algorithm is the
model of the cognitive function. The difference between a cognitive function and a subroutine to which data is transferred and data is
returned is that the cognitive function is transferred all components of its content, including those that are used in the subroutine as an
external resource provided by the programming language. Thus, from the point of view of computer science, the cognitive function itself is
a programming language.

Formalization language in the representation of information through properties

The question of the language for describing the facts of interaction is quite logical, since interaction can occur at a level unknown to the
subject, and the description of interaction at the level of elementary particles and string theory can be excessively cumbersome for decision-
making in many every day and technological situations. In addition, the description of the listed phenomena of elementary interaction
appears only as a result of creating models using tools. Therefore, the subject uses models of different levels of generalization to predict in
the current situation.

The formalization language is a set of basic models, which means that different sets of basic models can be used to formalize different
processes.

In this case, the set of basic models is quite broad, but logically reducible to closed groups of concepts. However, each new perception
can lead to the discovery of a model, the logical reduction of which with the existing set of basic models to a new closed group of concepts,
allowing to perform a greater number of functions and significantly different from the previous group of concepts.

Each new model divides the domain of definition of the "general model of perception" and its daughter models, which are parents for
the newly acquired model. As a result, for the newly formed different domains of definition, we can replace one term with several others or
replace several terms with one, but in any case, we have already added a new model — a new property that carries out the semantic migration
of the previously used sign.

For example, you know what rain is and use this sign — the word "rain". But when you saw snowfall and joined the agreement to designate
this phenomenon with the corresponding word, you needed the term "atmospheric precipitation" to designate both. If the modeling rules
are followed, the new model does not replace the previous ones. If the modeling rules are followed, the new model expands the possibilities
of using existing models.

Everyday language is precise in its formation, like the models we use in mathematics. But semantic models lose their concreteness when
manipulation is applied to the subject before the subject has realized that he is being manipulated.

Thus, we have to solve the problem of combining the semantics of mathematics, programming, lawmaking and everyday language.

To create hardware components of automated systems, the same thing is needed, perhaps in a much smaller volume — a communication
language is needed, the binding to which is carried out by the manufacturer of computing equipment or a programmer in the form of a
familiar driver. We are talking specifically about a language that will replace the applied bus standards, information processing algorithms and
make information not only subjectively abstracted, but also independent of the hardware solution of the computing device.

Today, we can say quite definitely that the listed requirements for languages are within the framework of the "general model of perception”.
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DEVELOPMENT OF STUDENTS' COGNITIVE INDEPENDENCE IN STUDYING THE PRACTICAL COURSE OF THE RUSSIAN LANGUAGE

The ideas of pedagogical activity presented in the scientific works of I. Herbart, |. Pestalozzi, A. Disterveg, laid the foundation for a
revolution in didactics associated with the understanding of teaching as a matter of not only a teacher, but also of the student himself,
and the mastery of knowledge as an act of self-activity and self-development. The famous German pedagogue Adolf Diesterweg
wrote: "The Development and education cannot be given or communicated to any person. Anyone who wants to join them must
achieve this by their own activity, by their own efforts, by forceful efforts, by means of excitement. — the means and at the same time
the result of education "[1, 635]. One of the main tasks of training, he considered it necessary to develop in students a desire and
ability to independently, without a teacher, acquire new knowledge. K. Ushinsky, developing the idea of the need for the formation
of self-reliance in the learning process, noted: “One must always remember that one should transfer to the student not only certain
knowledge, but also develop in him the desire and be able to get new, to acquire the teacher, to learn useful knowledge not only from
books, but also from objects that surround him, from life events, from the history of his own soul. Possessing such a mental power,
extracting useful food from everywhere, a person will learn throughout his life, which, of course, is one of the main tasks of learning”
[2]. The most insightful pedagogues of the past have repeatedly noted that, despite the enormous role of the teacher, the main goals
of education are achieved, first of all, as a result of the students' own efforts. So, Ya. Komensky urged pedagogues to research and
discover such a way in which the students (pedagogues) would teach less, and the students would learn more [3, 287]. An objective
educational and upbringing process represents a wide multidimensional interaction of students as active subjects of activity with the
surrounding natural and social environment through a teacher. In this interaction, students are both the subject of self-change and
the object of influence, due to which they mature as members of society and are ready for socialization, individuality and adapt to the
conditions of social life and production. Managing the educational and cognitive activity of the students in the educational process of
higher school is to direct the mental activity of the students towards a more active and deeper understanding of the essence of the
studied question and the preparation for the preparation of curiosity, ingenuity, dynamism of the application of knowledge in solving
educational and scientific problems. Optimization of such a direction is possible in the case when the reported educational information
enters into stable links with the system of students' knowledge and does not prevent the formation of new knowledge of increasing
complexity. In the educational process, however, it is necessary to supplement the concepts of "information" and "feedback" with
psycho—pedagogical concepts, the peculiarities of processing information into knowledge. First of all, this relates to the perception of
information on the basis of existing knowledge, the breadth of the emergence of association and close connection with the internal
information of students, arising on the basis of previously formed knowledge. The connect ion of external and internal information
allows a part of the function of management and regulation of the process of studying this or that material to be passed on to the
students themselves, which is achieved by constructing an appropriate teaching methodology, which requires a separate search for
knowledge and information [4, 6].

As a tool for the organization of active interaction between the teacher and the students, the development of the cognitive
independence of the students in groups with the Kazakh language of instruction in the Russian language classes, we use the pedagogical
technology "the Development of critical thinking through reading and writing" (hereinafter DCTHRW). D. Cluster, an American
educator and volunteer for the Development of Critical Thinking through Reading and Writing program, identifies five main points
in the characterization of critical thinking: “First, critical thinking is independent thinking ... critical thinking can only be when it is
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individual character ... Secondly, information is the starting point, and by no means the end point of critical thinking ... Thirdly, critical
thinking begins with asking questions and clarifying the problems that need to be solved ... Fourth, critical thinking tends to convincing
argumentation ... And, finally, in fifth, critical thinking is social thinking. Every thought is tested and perfected when it is shared with
others ...” [5, p.36-40]. E. Grudzinskaya and V. Mariko note that “the technology for the development of critical thinking can be
considered integrating, it summarizes the developments of many technologies: it provides both the development of thinking, and the
formation of communication skills, and the development of the ability to work independently. Due to the large arsenal of techniques
and methods included in the technology, each teacher can choose those that are close to him personally ...” [6].

For example, the development of a student's cognitive independence in the process of teaching the Russian language using the
techniques and methods of the DCTHRW is characterized by the following features:

¢ due to a holistic, integrated approach to organizing the study of the Russian language;

e closely associated with the conditions for the formation of rational cognitive actions;

* aims to stimulate the process of active augmentation of knowledge;

¢ focused on the development of the students' ability to reflexive activity;

e aimed at active participation of the student in the educational process.

As an example, we will demonstrate several tasks based on the techniques and methods of the DCTHRW.

When working with texts with different types of speech, we often use the "Insert" method.

"Insert" is a technology for effective reading.

4. Re—reading the text. This stage translates the occupation into the stage of comprehension. In this case, the table may be
replenished, or some thesises will have already passed from one column to another.

5. Reflections. At this stage, the entries entered in the table are discussed. An analysis of how knowledge is accumulated is
underway. The path from the old to the new is becoming clearer and more understandable.

One of the effective methods of "The technology for the development of critical thinking", the main goal of which is the expansion
of thinking competencies, we consider the cluster method [7]. A cluster is a graphical form of information organization, when the main
semantic units are highlighted, which are fixed in the form of a diagram with the designation of all connections between them. As a
result, a structure is obtained that graphically displays reflections, defines in a visual form the information field of a given text [8]. In the
course of work on compiling a cluster, students form and develop the following skills: the ability to pose and answer questions, highlight
the main thing, establish cause—and—effect relationships and build inferences, move from particulars to the general, understanding the
problem as a whole, compare and analyze, draw analogies ... The selected set of skills is a technological component of the formation
of their research competencies necessary for solving research problems in educational, research and professional activities [9]. Thanks
to special constructors such as Lucid chart, X Mind, Creately, etc., it is possible to visualize information, conduct joint brainstorms in
real time. An equally productive method for the development of the cognitive independence of the students is the "Card of Memory".
This method can be used when creating a presentation or design. This method requires less effort than traditional design, because
the creation of the recordings is relaxing and creative. When constructing memory cards, the main ideas of the information received
become more concise, clear and understandable, and logical connections between them are indicated. Maps can be changed at the
discretion of the student, for example, expanded by repetition. Organized repetition in the right way allows you to easily and firmly
consolidate what you have learned in memory. The main role in the creation of a memory card is played by two points:

1. Color.

The use of color in the learning process greatly facilitates the assimilation of information. Bright color allows you to highlight
the right moments, attracting attention to them, turns on creative thinking and helps the brain to sort and find the most relevant
information on the page quickly.

For example, highlighting important moments with the color increases attention by 80%, and yellow stimulates brain activity.

2. Images.

Linking the content of the text with the emerging images helps to understand the text better. When we think about images, it
is easier for us to remember something, because we associate our thoughts with the related forms. For example, when someone
says “tree”, we imagine the unwritten word “tree”, but in our imagination the image of a tree appears. And the more we establish a
connection between concepts and images, the easier and faster they are remembered.

An illustrative example is in Table 1.

In this way, the memory card allows to:

¢ to remember new information faster and easier;

e reproduce information in whole or in part over time;

e set key points; ® to manage interconnections between objects better;
¢ recall details related to key points;

¢ evaluate information from different points of view;

* improve the assimilation of abstract material;

¢ deepen understanding.

Considering of all above, we can conclude that learning with the help of the techniques and methods of the DCTHRW makes it more

comfortable: self-conscious comprehension of the material contributes to the development of a creative beginning, is the student's self-
confidence, and is no longer an indicator of an intellectual assessment of a negative growth. The development of cognitive independence gives a
rise to the creative activity of the students, therefore, it requires the improvement of methods and forms of organizing the work of the students,
the correct determination of the volume and type of independent knowledge, forms of their control, and is also an important factor in the
integral assessment of skills, contributing to the development of the students' ability to self-education and self-development, the necessity
for creative mastery of knowledge in their practical activities. In the course of independent work, the student acts as an active participant in an
educational progress and acquires the skills of free critical thinking, the ability to argue and defend his position, initiative, due to which an integral
and harmonious personality is formed.

The article is devoted to the analysis of the problem of career
guidance work with senior school children with disabilities. The
publication highlights some measures necessary for the successful
professional self-determination of a child with disabilities.

WORKING WITH CHILDREN WITH DISABILITIES IN SENIOR CLASSES

The main problem of children with disabilities is the problem of choosing the desired profession and employment opportunities for the
chosen position. Unfortunately, modern society makes many demands even on healthy children, which reduces the chances of finding a
job for children with disabilities. Therefore, the role of teachers in helping the professional self-determination of children with disabilities
is growing. Professional self-determination is an individual’s conscious choice of professional activity based on self—assessment of his
qualities and in accordance with his interests and needs, self-determination in relation to the criteria of professionalism developed in
society. Professional self-determination is the core in the upbringing of children with hearing impairment. The process of professional
self—determination of children with disabilities has its own characteristics due to their defect. The absence, or significant decrease in
intellectual abilities, hearing, vision or other developmental defects leads to underdevelopment of higher mental functions, in particular
speech, a decrease in communication skills, and the process of socialization. Therefore, it is important for teachers from school to prepare
children not for the seeming social well-being that awaits them in the future, but for a real struggle for their place in life through
professional activities, with the help of which the child will enter the system of relations where he will feel significant and in demand.
Specialized training is a means of differentiation and individualization of training, which allows, due to changes in the structure, content
and organization of the educational process, to more fully consider the interests, inclinations and abilities of students, to create conditions
for teaching high school students, in accordance with their professional interests and intentions for continuing education.

The essence of professional self-determination is the product of a conscious choice of a profession, considering one’s abilities,
capabilities, socio—economic conditions of a particular region. The problem of vocational training of persons with disabilities in school and
university is solved in the direction of expanding the scope of the rehabilitation process, where the objects of rehabilitation impact are the
persons with disabilities themselves, and the healthy part of society, and the common life environment for both populations. The main
goal of vocational training is not so much compensation for impaired functions that limit life activity, not so much getting a profession,
but social integration of the populations of “non—disabled” and “disabled people”, while vocational training itself acts as the main tool
for overcoming disability. The necessary special conditions (material and technical, psychological and pedagogical) should be created for
the organization of vocational training in vocational education institutions. A variety of promising training profiles should be offered for
training, which are in demand on the regional labor market, considering the fact that “a well-chosen profession... increases a person’s
positive self-image, reduces the frequency of physical and mental problems and increases life satisfaction”.

A teacher organizing vocational guidance work can help children in their professional self-determination. This work is a system of
measures aimed at developing professional self-determination in students with disabilities, readiness for a conscious and informed choice
of a profession in accordance with their interests, desires, inclinations, abilities and considering the existing social needs for specialists in
various fields.

Career guidance work in high school should be carried out considering the psychological characteristics of students, their general and
speech development. The goal of teachers is to prepare students for a conscious choice of profession. To do this, it is necessary to carry
out a whole range of activities aimed at achieving this goal. As such events, you can conduct interactive vocational guidance classes, for
example, “Journey to the world of professions”, “Road to the future”, “My future profession” ... Along with theory, they must include
psychological trainings, testing in a playful way, thematic presentations, watching thematic films. This technique allows children with
disabilities to show interest in classes, constantly focus the attention of students, be a participant in the event, actively demonstrate their
knowledge, ingenuity, creativity.

Along with the game form, it is necessary to conduct conversations at school, the purpose of which is to teach the basics labor
law. In these conversations, children are introduced to new concepts, taught the basics of labor rights and obligations of the future
profession, and given examples from practical activities. During this conversation, a slide show of typical work situations is used. For
example, a situation when an employee is late for work without a valid reason — what administrative measures will be applicable to
such an employee. It is important that children understand the examples considered and independently draw conclusions, realize their
responsibility in future professional activities. The best illustrative example for children with disabilities is familiarization with the future
profession through communication with specialists of the chosen profile. For this, excursions are required at the school. For example,
excursions to the hairdresser called “To make people beautiful.” The purpose of such excursions is to enhance the personal participation
of a child with disabilities in shaping his future. During such an excursion to a hairdressing salon, a pre—selected specialist tells children
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about the peculiarities of his profession, acquaints children with tools and materials for work, shows the workflow, teaches them to
communicate with a client in advance.

In addition to the excursion with children need to conduct extracurricular activities and trainings. In extracurricular activities, children are
told about the history of the hairdresser’s profession, about his job duties and daily routine.

The purpose of the trainings is to teach children with disabilities how to communicate. For example, the psychological training “Say hello
in different ways. “The training consists in the fact that the participating children should look into each other’s eyes, putting their palms on
the palm of their partner to say hello, and do it “in different ways” — joyfully, with interest or sad.

The main thing is that this exercise evokes positive emotions in children. At such a training, children learn to overcome complexes,
embarrassment to each other.

Of course, the selection of trainings and planning of excursions should be carried out considering the degree of the child’s defect and
carried out within the framework of his psychological and physiological characteristics.

Thus, purposeful, systematic and comprehensive work on the vocational guidance of children with disabilities is the identification of the
professional self—determination of students. It allows you to prepare children for a professional choice, considering the existing abilities, to
realize their interests and develop them in different types of activities.
